< Characteristics and usages of this textbook

(1) There are many questions.

The book contains many practice questions for enabling students studying for the new Japanese
Language Proficiency Test to master N2 “Grammar™. Not only does it include all grammar
items up to N2, but the same item also appears 2 or even 3 times in different questions. The
path to success is to attempt as many questions as possible. Studying with this book, you can

set your sights on passing.

(2) It is possible to advance gradually in sections.

To enable you to progress little by little, the three sets of questions are divided into 10-15
sessions. You can start anywhere, but you should gauge your current ability for each session by
writing your score in the score section at the top right of the page. Once you have finished, go
back to the beginning and start again. It is important that you ensure you don’t make the same

mistakes again.

(3) Easily understandable explanations are included.

The separate volume contains answers and explanations of questions (hints and solutions). If
you do not like studying much should check the correct answers and read the explanations for
the questions you got wrong. If you like studying, you should carefully read the explanations
for the questions you got right if you were unsure of the answer. Reading the explanations will

greatly improve your understanding.




(4) Translations are included for difficult parts.
The separate volume also includes English, Chinese and Korean translations of the Japanese

explanations about difficult parts making the explanations easy to read and understand.

< Points in Studying N2 “Grammar”

< Sentential Grammar 1 >

Select the appropriate word from the options available and place it in the blank space. The
words placed in the blank spaces are mainly functional words (expressions) essential for N2-
level learners of the Japanese language, and as they are important expressions commonly found

in everyday use, they should also be studied to increase reading and listening skill.

< Sentential Grammar 2 >

These are new types of questions requiring the student to correctly assemble sentences.
Expressions using functional words are also the main point in these questions. However,
questions cannot be answered correctly simply based on knowledge of the meaning and usage
of functional words. You must practice assembling sentences using all of the grammatical rules
you have learned as the key. This may seem a little difficult at first, but is also kind of fun like
solving a puzzle. You are sure to come to enjoy these questions in the process of solving lots of

practice questions.

< Text Grammar >

There are blank spaces in large sections of text. These questions require the selection of
grammatically correct words with the right meaning based on an understanding of the context.
The blank spaces can be filled with grammatical items such as particles, conjunctions,
functional words and suffix expressions, in addition to words and phrases that match the
context based on their meaning.In order to solve these questions, you must consider the overall
meaning of the text and follow the context and flow of sentences. Next, you should focus on the
details and select the right words to insert into blank spaces by considering the relationships
between sentences. As it is not easy to do this in a short period of time, you will need sufficient

training using practice questions. This is also very useful study for practicing reading.
